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Tourism or recreation? Rethink the expression of the
public use in Chinese national parks

Abstract: The National Park System pilot practiced in China has arose numerous discussion
about the policy and the practice of national park management in China's context, however,
tourism becomes one of the most controversial topics in national parks establishment, whether
it is possible to develop tourism in national park, or what kind of "tourism" could be approved
in national park, or we should use the term "tourism" or "recreation" in national park context.
Based on the analysis of the connotation of "tourism" and "recreation", combined with the
corresponding expressions in international national parks, this article discusses "recreation” and
"tourism" in national parks within the context of China. The findings indicate that "recreation"
is the other side of tourism. "Recreation" is appropriate for the functional positioning and
planning of parks which reflects the public welfare goals of national parks. However, in the
specific operation and management of national parks, it is more appropriate to use the term
"ecotourism". When we talk about the contradiction between tourism and national parks, the
use of "tourism development" is more in line with the facts.
